ADVANCED ACADEMIC STUDIES CERTIFICATE
The Chillicothe R-II Board of Education will offer an Advanced Academic Studies Certificate to graduating seniors.  To be eligible for the AASC, a student will be required to meet the following criteria:
Students must complete 12 semesters of advanced courses or dual credit courses with at least 8 of those semesters from each of the core subject areas of English, Mathematics, Social Studies, and Science.

Student must receive a grade of at least a B- in each of the courses taken to meet the requirements for this certificate.

GRAND RIVER TECHNICAL SCHOOL
Purpose of the Tech Prep Certificate:
· To eliminate duplication between classes at the high school level and college level.

· To make the transition between high school and college smooth and seamless rather than an abrupt change.

Fulfilling the following requirements constitutes receiving a Tech Prep Certificate:

1. Have attendance of 90% or better (with special consideration available).

2. Have a grade of “B” or above in the training program.

In order to receive the benefits of the Tech Prep Certificate, the following criteria for articulation must be met:

1. Enroll at North Central Missouri College within 15 months of graduation from high school or completion of the GRTS program.
2. Students receiving a Tech Prep Certificate in Agriculture or Business Tech must complete 12 hours of credit at NCMC before credit will be awarded for the certificate.  Agriculture students must complete 6 hours in the NCMC agriculture program and Business Tech students must complete 6 hours in the NCMC business program. 
3. Earn at least a 2. 0 (“C”) grade point average in the above mentioned 12 college hours.
4. Complete Form 3A, Application of College Credit (available at Student Services), and submit it to the Registrar at NCMC.  You must submit a copy of your Tech Prep Certificate to the Registrar at NCMC as well.

COURSE TITLES & DESCRIPTIONS


(4 UNITS REQUIRED FOR A HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA)

COMPOSITION & LITERATURE I:  This course is designed to help students with their mastery of basic skills.  Literature study presents varied human experiences through genres of short stories, drama, non-fiction, poetry, and the novel. To Kill a Mockingbird and Romeo & Juliet are major works studied in this course. Language study includes a strong emphasis on grammar, usage, spelling, and vocabulary and essay writing.  Composition concentrates on variation of sentence structure in the organization of paragraphs.  The Accelerated Reader program provides immediate feedback to track reading levels and comprehension and encourages lifelong reading skills.  Techniques for using the library are studied. 
COMPOSITION & LITERATURE II:  Requirement:  Successful completion of Composition & Literature I.  This course focuses on the literary form of fiction, non-fiction, poetry, and the novel.  Major novels studied may include Night and Julius Caesar.  Writing shills and vocabulary building are emphasized.  Students are expected to maintain a writing portfolio that contains activities as varied as dictations, notes, timed writings, free writings, journal entries, a job application, a resume, cover letter, memo, personal and expressive essay, persuasive essay, literary analysis, and a research paper over careers which includes an outline in parallel form.  Techniques for using the library are studied.

ENGLISH III:  This course is designed for those students who do not qualify for American Literature and Composition or English III AC at Grand River Tech School, but who need a third credit in English to meet graduation requirements.  The course will focus on basic grammar skill review, reading level improvement through the study of various pieces of literature, and vocabulary development.  Students will also write essays, business and social letters, and a 3-5 page research paper.  

ENGLISH III AC:  This course is for junior students and may be taken in place of English III.  Although grammar, writing and literature will be included as part of the curriculum, the course will focus on communications needed in the work place.  Students will improve their ability to read and express themselves orally and in written work.    Students will be taught in a small class setting with an opportunity for individual help.  Prerequisite:  Student must be enrolled in a vocational training program at GRTS and have passed two units of English.
AMERICAN LITERATURE & COMPOSITION:  This is a third year college preparatory Language Arts course structured to expand understanding and assimilation of stylistically acceptable English usage and mechanics;  to teach the relevance of the arrangement of words to the writing and editing processes;  to increase command of the English language by a systematic study of words;  to further develop the ability to write with clarity, variety, and vitality to reinforce the use of writing strategies;  to stimulate critical reading of and instill appreciation for works in various forms written by significant American writers;  and to enlighten the minds of students with regular study of some of the great minds of our culture.   Major works studied include:  Adventures of Huckleberry Finn, The Crucible, and Our Town.  Prerequisite:  A “C” average in Composition & Literature II.
ENGLISH IV AC:  This senior level class is designed for those in a vocational program who wish to be well prepared to communicate effectively on the job and prepared for post-secondary classes at the vocational school or college.  Students will polish their abilities to communicate through a curriculum designed to improve reading, writing, listening, researching, and speaking skills.  Prerequisite:  Student must be enrolled in a vocational training program at GRTS and have successfully completed three units of English.
COLLEGE PREPARATORY ENGLISH:  This is a course open to seniors who have completed American Literature & Composition.  Students planning to attend a two-year or four-year college after high school should plan on taking this course.  The course is designed to enhance and polish skills in the areas of the writing process with emphasis in drafting, revision, and editing; it is intended to develop critical thinking skills in reading by responding to classic and contemporary literature through book reports and writing logs.  The first semester consists of vocabulary improvement as well as grammar and usage review in areas determined by a diagnostic test.  The research paper using MLA style is a culmination of the first semester’s work. In the second semester emphasis is on British literature including Anglo-Saxon Beowulf, Middle English Canterbury Tales, and Shakespeare’s Hamlet.
COLLEGE COMPOSITION:  Students must be concurrently enrolled in College Preparatory English.  This is a writing course designed for those students who desire additional work in written composition before entering college.  Through critical reading, critical thinking, and critical writing, the process and product of writing will be emphasized.  Writings cover patterns of development such as observation, narration, explanation, persuasion, argumentation, and analysis.  Students will create a semester portfolio of their essays and will conclude with a self-reflective letter to the instructor.  It is a senior English writing class designed to be taken for dual credit for three hours of college English Composition 101 if the student has taken the ACT and has a 22 composite score or better and as an elective of the high school curriculum.  This course may be taken for 3 hours of college credit through North Central Missouri College.
COLLEGE RESEARCH:  This is a continuation of COLLEGE COMPOSITION (ENGLISH 101) and is intended as a dual enrollment course (ENGLISH 102).  It emphasizes longer and more impersonal and critical writing forms.  It is designed to teach evaluation of source materials, principles of research, and organization of thought and writing.  A thorough use of library resources is required for the bibliography unit and the final research paper.  This course may be taken for 3 hours of college credit through North Central Missouri College.
SPEECH I (1ST  SEMESTER COURSE):  A growing awareness of the important role the communication arts play in society dictates the importance of taking a speech class in high school.  The beginning Speech course offered in our school will be a general one with emphasis given to oral communication skills.  Such skills involve learning about your vocal instrument and its effective use.  Speaker-audience situations include informative, demonstration, persuasive, interview, and after-dinner speaking.  Creative speaking situations such as a radio show and some oral interpretation of literature are covered.

SPEECH II (2ND SEMESTER COURSE):  The advanced Speech course offered in our school takes you beyond the generalized area of Speech study.  More emphasis is given to perfecting your vocal delivery and poised adjustment to any speech situation.  Oral interpretation of literature and Reader’s Theatre will play an important role in this semester’s work.  This course may be taken for 3 hours of college credit through North Central Missouri College.
COMMUNICATION SKILLS:  This course is a one semester course for students wanting to earn dual credit in Speech..
COMMUNICATION I:  The objective of this course is to prepare materials for publication of the Cresset.  Its purpose is to record the events of the school through pictures and words.  To be on staff, students need to exhibit some of these qualities:  superior skills in writing and spelling, ability to create, an understanding of spatial relationships, skill in photography, a working knowledge of computers, and the ability to proofread.  All must have a commitment to record the school’s history as fairly and accurately as possible.  Staff members must be recommended by two teachers and selection is made at the discretion of the advisor.
COMMUNICATION II:  For those students who have satisfactorily completed Communications I and desire to assume more responsibility as an Editor or Co-Editor.

COMMUNICATION III:  For those who have successfully completed Communication I and II.



SPANISH I:  The study of one year of Spanish gives students a background in the language and customs of Spanish speaking countries.  These students learn a basic vocabulary, idiom and sentence structure; these areas are developed through reading, writing, speaking, and listening.  Students must have a B- average in English or teacher approval.
SPANISH II:  Students continuing into Spanish II should have maintained average or above grades in Spanish I.  If Spanish I grade is lower than a “C” average, teacher approval is needed. The second year of Spanish involves a much more complex structure study with emphasis on grammar and verb tenses.  Spanish II gives students a more complete and thorough understanding of the language.

SPANISH III:  This class will expand upon the foundation of work begun in the first two years.  There is still emphasis placed on grammar and vocabulary development, as well as literary comprehension.  You will read novels ranging from contemporary mysteries to historic classics.


(3 UNITS REQUIRED FOR A HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA)

CIVICS:  A required semester course for freshmen that provides the student with an understanding of the political and economic aspect of society in U.S. today.  Students will study the rights and responsibilities of American citizenship and their roles as consumers.  A nine-week study of the Missouri Constitution and a test on the Missouri Constitution will be required to obtain credit in this class.

GEOGRAPHY:  A required semester course for freshmen that emphasizes place geography through a study of relationships of Hemispheres, Continents and Countries.  The course will include a short review of basics on maps, map reading, climate and topography.  Focus will be on the five themes of location, place, human environment interaction, movement and region.
WESTERN CIVILIZATION:  This is a required year-long course for sophomores about the story of man’s progress in the development of his culture.  These contributions of the past may help in the understanding of present day affairs and pave the way for a better future.

UNITED STATES HISTORY:  This required course for juniors is a survey of the Political, Economic and Social Institutions of the United States focusing on post Civil War U.S.  American position in the world past, present and future is emphasized.  One quarter will be devoted to the study of the American Constitution and American Government Institutions.  This is designed to meet the requirements of Missouri Law 170.011 RSMO.  Passage of a test on the U.S. Constitution will be required before credit in American History is awarded.

AMERICAN HISTORY I  (First semester, Seniors only):  A survey study of the History of the United States covering European backgrounds, the Colonial and Constitutional periods, National Expansion and development through the Civil War.  This course can be taken for 3 hours of college credit through North Central Missouri College.
AMERICAN HISTORY II (Second semester, Seniors only):  A continuation of American History I.  This is a survey study considering National growth and development and the constantly broadening sphere of American participation in World affairs from the Civil War to the present time.  This course can be taken for 3 hours of college credit through North Central Missouri College.
NATIONAL GOVERNMENT (1st semester):  This course is concerned with the nature of the American Political System, its development in the past, and how it works today.  The goal of the course is to increase understanding of the American Political System—its traditions, values, and framework, as well as to understand how its components work together smoothly but at times with substantial friction.  This course can be taken for 3 hours of college credit through Central Methodist University. 
MACROECONOMICS (2nd semester):  This course is designed to give students a thorough understanding of the principles of economics that apply to the functions of the larger economics system.  It places primary emphasis on the nature and functions of product markets and the role of government in promoting greater efficiency and equity in the economy.  This course can be taken for 3 hours of college credit through North Central Missouri College.  
COLLEGE PSYCHOLOGY (1st semester):  This is a survey course dealing with the basic facts and principles of human behavior, providing an understanding of why and how man thinks and acts as he does, and emphasizing the manner in which the environment influences a person.  This course can be taken for 3 hours of college credit through Central Methodist University.

COLLEGE SOCIOLOGY (2nd semester):  This is a survey course concerned with the study of human relationships in groups and of the structures and organizations that develop within human society.  Emphasis is placed on various social phenomena and the theories which attempt to explain them.  This course can be taken for 3 hours of college credit through Central Methodist University.

RECENT AMERICAN HISTORY, 1914-PRESENT (1st Semester):   This is an elective semester course open to all seniors who desire an understanding of the events of the 20th Century.  Major emphasis will be given to World War I, the Great Depression, World War II, the Korean Conflict and the Vietnam War.  Various media presentations will be used to acquaint the student with the “feel” of the times.
CURRENT EVENTS (2nd Semester):  This is an elective semester course open to all seniors who wish to follow international and national developments.  Major emphasis will be placed on current developments covered by both video and printed media.
GREAT PLAINS HISTORY:  This course is a semester-long course that will focus on the first indigenous (native) people to make the Great Plains their home and their first contact with Europeans, the Trapper Era, the conflict that cost the Indians their homes, the Reservation System, and the settlers, soldiers, and other types that tamed the Wild, Wild, West.  This course can be taken for 3 hours of dual credit through Central Methodist University.

WORLD RELIGIONS:  This one semester course is a study of world belief systems, their beliefs, and the influence that they have had on the history of the world. 


(3 UNITS REQUIRED FOR A HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA)

PRE-ALGEBRA:  This is an integrated learning program that features “hands on” mathematics activity laboratories, designed to make math concepts “come to life” and be more useful.  Problem solving will be emphasized.  Students will work in groups to solve problems, based on real-life situations, while using math concepts.  This course may be used as a first year in a two year sequence of Tech Prep mathematics or as a preparation course for Algebra I.

ALGEBRA CONCEPTS:  This course is a continuation of Pre-Algebra and delves into algebra and geometry concepts while still using the same approach as the Pre-Algebra class.  This is intended as the second year of the two-year sequence of Tech Prep mathematics courses.  A student must have successfully completed Pre-Algebra to take this class or be recommended by another math teacher or counselor.  Upon successful completion of this class a student may choose to take Algebra I, Geometry, or Geometry Concepts, depending upon the recommendation of the instructor.

GEOMETRY CONCEPTS:  This is the third course in the Tech Prep Math sequence.  The focus is on topics in geometry, logic, construction, transformations, and trigonometric functions.  This is a continuation of hands-on laboratories and practical world-of-work problems.  Prerequisite:  Pre-Algebra and Algebra Concepts or Algebra I.

ALGEBRA I:  This class is designed to acquaint the student with number systems and laws of mathematics through fundamental processes of equation solving and the solution of practical problems.  This is the first course in the College Preparatory sequence.  It is designed for the dedicated, average to above average student.   

PLANE GEOMETRY:  This class provides the student opportunity to reason and logically prove any fundamental truths connected with lines, angles, rectangles, triangles, and any other everyday figures, including the use of Euclid and non-Euclidean Geometry.  Student must have passed, a C or better is strongly recommended, Algebra I to enroll in this class.  This is the second course in the five course College Preparatory sequence.
ALGEBRA II:  This class reviews the Fundamentals of Algebra I and adds the study of the Binomial Theorem, graphing of curves, and advanced problem solving.  Student must have passed or be taking Plane Geometry to enroll in this class.  Only students who plan to take Calculus should attempt to take Geometry and Algebra II in the same year.  This is the third course in the five course College Preparatory sequence.

TRIGONOMETRY:  This semester course includes:  geometric foundations of trigonometry, unit circle, graphs of trigonometric functions, identities, equations and inequalities, inverse circular functions, law of sine and cosine, vectors, and complex numbers.  Prerequisite:  Algebra II. 
ELEMENTARY STATISTICS:  This semester course includes:  learning and applying statistical concepts including probability and statistics, frequency distributions and graphs, data description, confidence intervals, hypothesis testing, correlation and regression.  Students should have their own statistical or graphing calculator for this class.  Prerequisite:  Plane Geometry.

COLLEGE ALGEBRA:  The purpose of this class is to present the mathematics that follows the Algebra II class and precedes the rigorous study of Calculus.  The course will consist mainly of mathematical analysis, analytical geometry, and advanced trigonometry.  A grade of at least a B- in Algebra II is strongly recommended although it is not a requirement.  This is the fourth course in the five course College Preparatory sequence.  This course may be taken for 3 hours of college credit through Central Methodist University.
CALCULUS:  This is a class that includes analytical geometry and introductory differential and integral calculus.  It introduces students to college-level math work.  The class will follow the curriculum standards.  To enroll, students must have passed College Algebra.  Anyone wanting to take College Algebra and Calculus concurrently must have permission from both instructors.  This course may be taken for 5 hours of college credit through Central Methodist University.

TECH AND INDUSTRIAL MATH I:  This course is for juniors or seniors enrolled in a Grand River Technical School training program.  The course is designed to prepare students to pass future employment tests or to increase skills needed for college.  Students will review fractions, decimals, percents, measurement, money, and formulas.  All units will focus on teaching students how to reason, problem solve, and apply math skills in their vocational programs and the everyday workplace.

TECH AND INDUSTRIAL MATH II:  This course is for seniors enrolled in a Grand River Technical School program.  This course is designed to help students increase algebraic skills needed for tech and industrial careers and for college.  Special emphasis will be on preparing students with the skills and strategies needed for tests such as the ASSET and ACT.


(3 UNITS REQUIRED FOR A HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA)

MISSION STATEMENT:  All science courses are designed to provide all students with the opportunity to gain scientific literacy, which is considered to be essential to an understanding and appreciation of the nature and events of our technological society.  The sciences offered will provide the student with the understanding necessary to cope, not only with today’s science, but also with those of the future that are unknown to us today.

GENERAL BIOLOGY:  This course is the designated course for all incoming freshman students.  This course focuses on the following topics:  1) the impact of science, technology and human activity on resources and the environment, 2) the processes of scientific inquiry such as formulation and testing hypothesis, 3) the properties and principles of matter and energy, 4) the characteristics and interactions of living organisms, and 5) the changes in ecosystems and interactions of organisms with their environments.
APPLIED SCIENCE:  This course will review all of the six content strands in the MAP science sequence; 1)matter and energy, 2) force and motion, 3) characteristics and interactions of living things, 4) changes and interactions is ecosystems, 5) processes and interactions of Earth’s biosphere, and 6) composition and structure of the universe.  Additional topics will be studied as time permits.

INORGANIC CHEMISTRY:  This course is an inorganic approach to study of Chemistry.  Special study is made of the periodic table of the elements; behavior, properties, and uses of elements and compounds; atomic and nuclear theories.  A balance between class work and laboratory investigations is provided.  Prerequisite:  The student should have passed either Algebra I or Pre-Algebra and Algebra Concepts with a grade of at least a B- or have special permission from the counselors and instructors.

MATERIALS SCIENCE AND TECHNOLOGY (MST):  This course involves the study of solid matter.  Five major units of study form the basis of the MST course:  solids, metals, ceramics/glass, polymers (plastic), and composites.  A multi-instructional approach is used that appeals to many learning styles.  This approach focuses on solving problems, creating student projects, working in small groups on open-ended experiments, writing as a means of learning, participating in demonstrations and activities, using community experts in materials, showing videos, and using a large variety of written resources.  Prerequisite:  All students must have successfully completed at least General Biology.  This course is offered to junior and senior level students.

COLLEGE BIOLOGY:  An integrated course in the principles of biology, presenting the cell as the unit of structure and function in organisms in their variety, unity life continuity and inter-relationships.  Historical materials are presented throughout the course.  The course consists of an extension of General Biology from the freshman course and greater depth of topics introduced at that time.  Lectures, labs, computer simulations, and student generated papers will constitute the graded aspects of this course.  Prerequisite:  The student should have passed General Biology and Inorganic Chemistry with grades of at least a B- (or have special permission from the counselors and the instructor).  This course may be taken for 5 hours of dual credit through Central Methodist University. 
INVERTEBRATE/COMPARATIVE VERTEBRATE ZOOLOGY:  The purpose of this course is to allow students to gain a greater respect and appreciation for the ocean.  The major areas of study will be:  Oceanography, Marine Botany, Marine Invertebrate Zoology, Marine Vertebrate Zoology, and Man’s Impact on the Ocean.  The class will involve laboratory investigations, lecture, discussions, and the maintaining of the school’s marine aquaria and the specimens in the aquaria.  Prerequisite:  The student should have passed General Biology and Inorganic Chemistry with grades of at least a B- (or have special permission from the counselors and instructor).  Invertebrate Zoology may be taken for 4 hours of college credit during 1st semester.  Vertebrate Zoology may be taken for 4 hours of college credit during 2nd semester.  Both courses are offered through Central Methodist University.  
COLLEGE ANATOMY AND PHYSIOLOGY:  The purpose of this course is to provide an in-depth study of the human body.  The systems that are focused upon are:  1) skeletal system, 2) muscular system, 3) nervous system, 4) endocrine system, 5) reproductive system, 6) immune system, 7) circulatory system, and 8) aging.  This course is designed to prepare students going into fields of biology, medicine, nursing, physical education or other human science related courses.  The class consists of some dissection, laboratory investigations, microscope studies at the cell level and tissue level, lecture, and class discussions.  Prerequisite:  The student should have passed General Biology and Inorganic Chemistry with grades of at least B- (or have special permission from the 
counselors and the instructor).  Anatomy may be taken for 4 hours of college credit during the 1st semester. This course is offered through Central Methodist University.  This course will be offered every other year.  
COLLEGE PHYSICS:  This course is designed for those students who will be pursuing careers in the physical sciences or engineering study.  It includes a systematic introduction to the main principles of physics, which include mechanics, heat and kinetic theory, electricity and magnetism, waves and optics, and modern physics.  Prerequisites:  The student should have passed Algebra II with a grade of at least a B- (or have special permission from the counselors and the instructor).  This course may be taken for 4 hours of college credit through Central Methodist University.

COLLEGE CHEMISTRY:  This course is designed for those students who will be pursuing careers in the physical sciences or Chemistry.  Study includes topics such as:  the structure of matter, Kinetic theory of gases, Chemical equilibria, Chemical Kinetics, and the basic concepts of thermodynamics; with emphasis on Chemical calculations and the mathematical formulation of principles.  Laboratory investigations will play an integral part of this course.  Prerequisites:  The student should have passed Inorganic Chemistry and Algebra II with grades of at least a B- (or have special permission from the counselors and the instructor).  This course may be taken for 4 hours of college credit through Central Methodist University.  
** Successful completion of the following Ag Science courses qualifies as one hour of High School Science credit:  AG SCIENCE, AG SCIENCE II, ANIMAL SCIENCE, or NATURAL RESOURCES.  Course descriptions can be found in the Ag Science section of this packet.



(1 UNIT REQUIRED FOR A HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA)

Practical Arts requirements may be met by taking courses in Family & Consumer Sciences, Industrial Technology, Agriculture, and Business.



TEEN CHOICES:  A class  for 9th and 10th grade students who want to learn and refine their social skills and graces, gain new insight into handling relationships, learn leadership skills, decision making, and responsible adult behavior patterns.  Examples of topics include accepting criticism, saying good-bye, building friendship, starting activities, negotiation, and modern etiquette.  

NUTRITION AND WELLNESS:  This course begins with the study of nutrition including nutrients, dietary guidelines, and the Food Guide Pyramid.  In preparation for working in the kitchen, the following topics are studied:  food safety and sanitation, use of equipment and utensils, kitchen safety, recipe use, table setting, meal planning, and etiquette.  This course is for 11th and 12th grade students with priority given to seniors. 

LEADERSHIP:  This course is designed to give the student opportunities to develop personal skills to aid in acquiring and improving leadership skills through participation in class activities and projects, a school organization, and activities/events outside the regular school day.  Topics to be covered (but not limited to) include:  self-awareness; goal setting; project planning, implementation, and evaluation; communication; time management; stress management; fund raising; leadership styles; and inclusion and intolerance.  Class requirement:  You must maintain active membership in an active school-sponsored organization (not a sport) such as Student Council, FCCLA, Key Club, etc.  Prerequisite:  A completed application is required.  This course is for 10th, 11th, and 12th grade students. 
CLOTHING I (1st semester):  This course emphasizes construction, selection and maintenance of clothing.  Emphasis is on basic sewing techniques and includes the completion of three garments.  
CLOTHING II (2nd semester):  This is a continuation and extension of skills begun in the introductory class.  Prerequisite:  Successful completion of Clothing I or permission of instructor based on the student’s prior clothing construction experiences.

CHILD DEVELOPMENT:  This semester course is for students of today who are planning for tomorrow as a parent or a childcare professional.  The first section involves the parenting decision including important medical and social information.  The second segment includes the essentials of child growth and development.  It concludes with fostering healthy growth and development.

PARENTING:  This semester course is a continuation of the study of how children develop from the time of birth with the parents as the most important aspect of that development.  Because parents are a child’s first teacher, students will concentrate on ways in which they can provide the best start possible for their children.  Students will be able to learn about techniques to make parenting an enjoyable and rewarding experience.  Prerequisite:  Child Development or permission of instructor.

FAMILY RELATIONS:  This semester course helps students focus on family as the foundation for a strong society.  The class integrates contemporary family issues and involves students in activities that help them accept responsibility, build academic and thinking skills, and strengthen values.  It explores communication and relationships with family and friends, mate selection, marriage, divorce, and handling crisis, aging, and death.
HOUSING I (1st semester):  This course includes the study of the history of housing and historical styles, trends in housing, basics of exterior and interior construction, the relationship of the home to the family and to the environment, and the elements and principles of design.  Many field trips are incorporated for first-hand understanding.

HOUSING II (2nd semester):  This course is for students who have completed Housing I.  The class is designed to put into practice concepts covered in Housing I.  Other concepts emphasized will be the use of color, materials, furniture selection and arrangement, and decorating.  Kitchen planning, arranging space for storage, and the process of choosing and securing a home are also studied.
HEALTH SERVICES TECHNOLOGY I:  This course meets 3 hours per day and is a one year program at Grand River Technical School.  The first semester is spent in the classroom learning skills necessary to provide patient care as well as general orientation to the medical field.  In the second semester, students are out of the classroom three days per week working in various occupational areas.  Students complete coursework to meet requirements for Certified Nurse Assistant.  Students must be 16 years of age to begin this course.
HEALTH SERVICES TECHNOLOGY II:  This course teaches basic pharmacology and how to administer medication in a nursing home.  Employment for health workers is expected to grow much faster than the average for all occupations beyond the year 2000.  The Health Occupations program provides an excellent background for any student interested in a health career, whether college-bound or vocational.  Helpful high school subjects in preparing for the health care field are:  Biological Sciences, Tech & Industrial Math I/II, Psychology, Keyboarding, Microcomputer Applications, English IIIAC, and English IV AC.
HEALTH CO-OP (Seniors only):  The student may choose Co-op placement in a related health area (approved by Co-op Committee).  The student may be released for 1, 2 or 3 hours of school time to work for pay.  Students must have completed Health Occupations I and be enrolled in Health Occupations II in order to Co-op.

CHILDCARE SERVICES:  This course meets 3 hours per day and is a two year program.  This program prepares students to work as childcare attendants, assistants, or managers of childcare centers.  Instruction includes classroom and supervised lab and work experiences aimed at developing childcare competencies.  Students acquire hands-on childcare experience through “Diapers & Diplomas,” the Chillicothe R-2 School District’s childcare center.  The following units will be covered in depth:  child growth and development, program planning and management, promoting cognitive, social, emotional and physical development, behavior guidance, learning experiences for children, and child abuse and neglect.  Career opportunities include:  Childcare manager/worker, Nanny, begin a family childcare business, Kindergarten or elementary paraprofessional, after-school childcare provider, foster care provider.  Students completing the childcare program with a B or above and at least 90% attendance will receive 10 free college credit hours transferable to Penn Valley Community 
College in Kansas City or 20 free credit hours transferable to North Central Missouri College in Trenton.



DRAFTING I:  This year long course is an introduction to graphic communication.  Drafting is considered as the foundation of knowledge in all phases of industrial work.  In this course, students get an introduction to the basic principles and different types of engineering graphics.  The course will start out with drawings done manually then make a transition to CAD (Computer Aided Drafting.).  Shop fee:  $10.00
DRAFTING II (1st semester):  This semester course emphasizes design and engineering, and introduces specialized areas of drafting through the use of advanced CAD, using AutoCAD software.  Shop fee:  $10.00
ARCHITECTUAL DRAWING (2nd semester):  This semester course introduces students to the fundamentals of architectural design, including the planning and drawing of a complete set of house plans, either manually or with CAD.  Shop fee:  $10.00
METAL PROCESSING (1 semester):  In this semester course, students should secure some fundamental skills using tools and machines, a knowledge and appreciation of employment opportunities in metalworking, an appreciation for the care and use of metal products, an understanding of how the raw materials are converted into finished products, and opportunities to develop some vocational interests.  Shop fee:  $25.00  

INVESTIGATIONS IN TECHNOLOGY:  In this year long course, students investigate and explore technology and its effect on society. Students will also study the occupational requirements and opportunities associated with technology careers.  Students will demonstrate the use of tools, materials and systems of technology in decision making and problem solving.  Initial shop fee:  $20.00.  Other fees may occur during the year for projects.
AUTO SERVICE TECHNOLOGY:  This course meets for 3 hours a day and is a two year program.  Job opportunities are expected to grow at an above average rate for individuals who are trained in the auto service area.  They can expect to find employment in a variety of areas such as:  Auto and Truck Mechanic, Auto Parts Person, Industrial Maintenance, Computer Technician, Automotive Engineer, Tune-up Technician, Automatic Transmission Specialist, Air Conditioning Technician, Front End Specialist, Car Salesperson, Service Manager, Brake Specialist, Shop Foreman.  Helpful high school subjects are:  Drafting, Algebra Concepts, English III AC, English IV AC, Tech & Industrial Math I/II, Keyboarding, and Microcomputer Applications.  Students completing the auto service technology program with a grade of B or above, and at least 90% attendance, will receive 30 free college credit hours transferable to North Central Missouri College.  Students may also earn 10 college credit hours toward programs at Longview Community College.
ELECTRONIC TECHNOLOGY:  This course meets for 3 hours a day and is a two year program.  People trained in electronics should experience good job opportunities in the future.  Some of these include:  Business & Office Equipment Service, Auto Electronic Field Service, Computer Technician, Broadcasting Technician, Electrical and Mechanical Engineering, Industrial Electronics Technician, Medical Electronics Technician, Communication Technician, Computer Networking Technician, Microwave Technician, Laser Technician, Robotics Technician.  Helpful high school subjects are:  Algebra I with a C or above, General Shop courses, English III AC, English IV AC, and Tech & Industrial Math I/II.  Students completing the electronics program with a grade of B or above, and at least 90% attendance, will receive 30 free college credit hours transferable to North Central Missouri College.  

COLLISION TECHNOLOGY:  This course meets 3 hours a day and is a two year program.  Employment for automotive body technicians is expected to increase in the future.  Those trained in this field may find employment in a variety of occupations including:  Auto Body Electronics, Body Repairperson, Combination Body Repair & Paint, Frame & Structural Repair, Auto Body Mechanic, Supplies & Equipment Sales, Insurance Adjuster, Shop Foreman, Spray Painter, and Estimator.  Helpful high school subjects are:  Metal Processing, Welding, Drafting, English III AC, English IV AC, Tech & Industrial I/II.  Students completing the collision technology program with a grade of B or above, and at least 90% attendance, will receive 30 free college credit hours transferable to North Central Missouri College or 26 free college credit hours transferable to Longview Community College.

BUILDING TRADES: This course meets for 3 hours a day and is a two year program.  Opportunities in the construction business are expected to remain stable as there will always be new buildings going up or individuals remodeling existing structures.  Students in the building trades program build a house each year.  The skills students learn prepare them for employment in a variety of areas such as:  Rough Carpentry, Finish Carpentry, Painting and Finishing, Building Technology, Plumber, General Repair and Remodeling, Construction Supervisor, Insurance Adjuster, Building Supplies & Sales, Concrete, Dry Wall, Roofing, Cabinetmaking, Electrician, Architect and Commercial Construction.  Helpful high school subjects are:  Architectural Drawing, Drafting, Accounting, Keyboarding, Microcomputer Applications, English III AC, English IV AC, and Tech & Industrial Math I/II.  Students completing the carpentry program with a grade of B or above and at least 90% attendance, will receive 30 free college credit hours transferable to North Central Missouri College; or with 95% attendance and a C average, they may apply (and receive pay, if accepted) for the carpentry apprenticeship program with the Carpenters Union in Kansas City.
WELDING TECHNOLOGY:  This course meets 3 hours a day and is a two year program.  Employment for construction welders is expected to increase 23% by 2006.  Students who train in welding find employment in a variety of areas such as:  Construction Welder, Farm & Machinery Parts Welder, Maintenance Type Welding, Aircraft Welder, Pipe Line Welder, Auto Body Welder, Structural Steel Fabrication, and Welding Supplies Sales.  Helpful high school subjects are:  Drafting, Metals, Tech & Industrial Math I/II, general shop courses, English III AC, and English IVAC.  Students completing the welding technology program with a grade of B or above, and at least 90% attendance, will receive 30 free college credit hours transferable to North Central Missouri College; or with 95% attendance and a C average, they may enter the welders apprenticeship program (and receive pay) with the Ironworkers Union in Kansas City.   


Note:  Enrollment in Ag Education is a year-round process, which includes classroom instruction, SAE projects, and membership in FFA.

AG SCIENCE I:  Ag Science I is an introduction to Ag Education and gives special attention to 1) application of science in the livestock industry, 2) developing beginning skills in ag mechanics, and 3) record keeping and computers.  Students will investigate career opportunities in agriculture and consider their own career choice.  A unit on leadership including FFA will also be taught.
AG SCIENCE II:  Ag Science II gives special attention to:  1) applications of science to the production of field crops, soils, and fertilizers, 2) further development of skills in ag mechanics, and 3) recording-keeping and computers.  A unit on leadership will include practice in public speaking and parliamentary procedure.  Units covering ag math, landscaping, conservation, and careers, will also be covered.  Students must have completed Ag Science I before enrolling in this class.  Upon completion of Ag Science I & II students will meet the requirements for personal finance.  Upon completion of Ag Science I & II in addition to one of the following classes:  Animal Science-Large, Animal-Small or Natural Resources, students will meet the criteria for one science requirement.
ANIMAL SCIENCE-LARGE ANIMAL:  This course is an advanced course in animal and plant science for students who have completed Ag Science I & II.  Livestock units covered include:  genetics and genetic engineering, measures of production efficiency for beef, dairy, swine, horses, sheep, animal reproduction, animal nutrition, livestock and dairy selection.  Students also study units in public speaking, recording keeping and computers.
ANIMAL SCIENCE – SMALL ANIMAL:  This is an advanced course in animal and plant science for those who have completed Ag Science I & II.    Livestock units covered include:  genetics and genetic engineering, measures of production efficiency for rabbits, poultry, dogs, cats, other companion animals, animal reproduction, and animal nutrition.  Students also study units in public speaking, record keeping, and computers. 

NATURAL RESOURCES/APPLIED ENVIRONMENTAL SCIENCE:  This course is available to juniors who have completed Ag Science I & II.  (Seniors admitted upon teacher approval.)  This course is designed for students who plan to pursue a career related to natural resources and/or environmental science.  It will provide students with an introduction to the relationship of humans, agriculture and the environment.  Units of study include:  Grassland Management, Fish and Wildlife Management, Turf and Landscape, Applied Environmental Science, and Leadership Development.  The course will meet at the Litton Agri-Science Learning Center.  Enrollees will be members of the Chillicothe FFA Chapter and maintain personal and business records in the Missouri Agricultural Record Book for Secondary Students.  Ag Science I & II are prerequisites for this class.  The class will be limited to 15 students.

AGRICULTURE SALES AND MARKETING:  This course is available to seniors who have completed Ag Science I & II.  Agriculture sales and marketing will cover marketing, merchandizing, sales, and advertising in both print and media format.  Students also study units in public speaking, record keeping, and computers.
AG CONSTRUCTION I:  This class is open to sophomores, juniors, and seniors who have completed Ag Science I and who are currently enrolled in Ag Science II, Animal Science, Natural Resources, Agriculture Sales and Marketing, or Ag Management.  The course content will include operation and safety of all tools housed in the laboratory, basic electricity and concrete, small gasoline engine tune-up and maintenance, a review of arc and gas metal arc welding, also operation of oxy-acetylene torch and plasma cutting operation.  We will also discuss drawings of projects.  Construction of projects will complete the year.

AG CONSTRUCTION II:  The course is for students who have completed Ag Construction I.  More advanced welding skills will be learned and designing and constructing a major construction project(s).  Enrollment by instructor approval only.
AG POWER/STRUCTURES:  This course is open to seniors who are currently enrolled in Animal Science, Agricultural Sales and Marketing, or Ag Management.  Instruction and shop instruction will include:  principles of overhauling small gasoline engines (both 4- and 2-cycle), maintenance, tune-up and trouble-shooting; principles of electricity, wiring and electric motors; building construction; and concrete.  
AG MANAGEMENT I:  This course will cover ag credit, ag law, ag marketing, ag accounting, and ag sales.  It also includes computer applications in economics as they relate to decision-making in production agriculture and agribusiness.  Students must have completed Ag Science I, Ag Science II, and Animal Science or Agriculture Sales and Marketing to enroll in this class.

AG MANAGEMENT II:  This class will cover budgeting, cost analysis, opportunity costs, supply and demand, diminishing returns, investment analysis, taxes, and advanced computer applications.  The course is designed for students planning to go to college, farm, or work in agribusiness.  The University of Missouri will allow 3 hours of college credit if the student scores 85% on the State Farm Management Contest Exam after taking Ag Economics I & II.  College credit may also be earned by dually enrolling in Ag Economics I & II in a community college.

AGRIBUSINESS ON-JOB TRAINING:  Senior students who have successfully completed Ag Sales & Management may enroll in Agribusiness On-Job Training.  A student is placed in an agribusiness firm for on-job work experience, 2 or 3 hours a day.  This course requires instructor approval.  Students completing the Ag Management I & II program with a grade of B or above, and at least 90% attendance will receive 12 free college credit hours that will transfer to North Central Missouri College.  Credits may then be transferred to Northwest Missouri State University, Southwest Missouri State University, or University of Missouri.



KEYBOARDING (1st semester):  This is a semester course that is recommended for all students.  To achieve success in most careers today, you must be able to operate a keyboard.  This course will stress the basic keyboarding fundamentals of formatting and keying by touch, personal and business letters, memorandums, tables and research papers.  Students should master this course before enrollment into computers.
INTRODUCTION TO COMPUTER OPERATIONS (2nd semester):  This semester course introduces students to the rapidly changing field of computers.  A consumer study will be done on modern computer hardware and their cost.  Students will learn how to use both DOS and Windows.  Network operation will also be learned as well as Microsoft Works.

PERSONAL FINANCE:  This course is designed to prepare students for financial responsibility when living on their own.  Students will benefit from the study of the U.S. economic system, understanding the role played by businesses, the government, and consumers.  Students will compare economic systems of other countries with that of the United States and will gain a better understanding of the U.S.’s involvement in the International Trade Market.  Students will gain experience in owning and operating a checking account, investing in the Stock Market, using credit cards and charge accounts, obtaining loans and determining the interest to be paid, preparing state and federal tax forms, buying insurance, and budgeting their income.  This semester course will fulfill the Personal Finance requirement and can be taken in grades 9-12.

BUSINESS LAW (1st semester):  This semester class is offered to juniors and seniors and is a course designed to prepare students for a life of knowledge on our “laws of society” as they embark on the move to living on their own.  Activities will take students from the U.S. Constitution and Declaration of Independence to the system of laws we must currently abide by.  Students will experience the legal nature of being in business, working for others, buying and selling goods, entering into contracts, owning property, and using credit.  Students will also understand and experience our court system, ending with participation in a life-like “Mock Trial” court drama.  
BUSINESS MANAGEMENT (2nd semester):  This semester course is designed to provide students with valuable insights into the world of business.  Students will be introduced to contemporary issues as well as routine factors that affect business operations.  Focus will be on various forms of business ownership, human resource management, social responsibility management, the management functions of planning, organizing, leading and controlling, and finance and government regulations.
ACCOUNTING I:  This course is designed to provide an understanding of the basic elements and concepts of double-entry accounting systems.  Accounting I will provide students with a solid background for employment in office jobs and preparation for studying business courses in college.  Topics covered include:  accounting careers, transaction analysis into debit and credit parts, journalizing transactions, posting to ledgers, worksheet preparation, preparation and analysis of financial statements, and recording adjusting and closing entries.  Students will complete work for businesses established as sole proprietorships, partnerships, and corporations.  Open to sophomore students by teacher approval, junior, and senior level students.  

ACCOUNTING II:  This course is designed to help the student acquire a more thorough, in-depth knowledge of accounting procedures and financial decisions.  Students will develop skills in analyzing and interpreting information common to partnerships and corporate forms of organization, preparing formal statements and supporting schedules, and using inventory and budgetary control systems.  This class is open to junior and senior level students.  Requisite:  Accounting I.  

BANKING & FINANCE:  Banking and Finance is designed to help students improve upon computational skills and apply them to business situations.  Areas of study include mathematical problems dealing with interest, percentages, notes, installment buying, insurance, depreciation, mark-up and markdown, payroll, and taxes.  An in-depth look at the banking industry and careers in banking are also the focus of this class.  This course is open to sophomore, junior or senior level students.  Upon completion of Banking & Finance students will meet the requirements for personal finance.  
BUSINESS TECHNOLOGY:  Students will gain entry-level skills, which will help them succeed in the business field.  Topics include computer applications, use of the 10-key electronic calculator, filing, business communications, business math, pre-employment preparation, and other valuable business skills.  This course is open to junior or senior level students.  

DESKTOP PUBLISHING:  This area of instruction provides content for employment in career areas, which includes desktop publishing skills.  Demand in this area will continue to expand as businesses utilize advanced desktop publishing skills to increase their production efficiency and improve the creativity and quality of business documents and publications.  This course is open to junior or senior level students who have completed Micro Computer Applications or have received instructor approval.  

ENTREPRENEURSHIP & SMALL BUSINESS MANAGEMENT:  Entrepreneurship is the act or process of getting into and managing one’s own business enterprise.  The course is designed to help students learn what they need to know to be entrepreneurs.  Lessons will focus on the characteristics of entrepreneurs and lead students through the process of setting up a business.  Students will learn how to spot opportunities, how to choose one that’s right for him/her, and how to minimize the risks of running a business.  Additionally, they will study e-commerce, specifically, how e-business differs from traditional business.  They will learn how it affects them as consumers and as business owners.  Even students who choose not to run their own business will benefit from taking this course and learning to utilize the entrepreneurial way of thinking.  The knowledge and skills of entrepreneurship can assist people along any paths they choose to follow for the rest of their lives.  This course is open to junior or senior level students. 
MICRO COMPUTER APPLICATIONS:  This computer applications course is designed to help students prepare for entry-level employment in the field of computers and information services and/or to help them prepare for more advanced college computer courses.  Students will receive instruction in the field of information processing, which includes hands-on experience utilizing word processing, desktop publishing, spreadsheet, database, and presentation software.  Students will be using a Windows 2000 platform and Office 2003 integrated software suite.  This course is approved for sophomore, junior or senior level students. 
MULTIMEDIA/WEB PAGE DESIGN:  This course is a hands-on learning experience designed to give students the opportunity to construct web pages and electronic presentations. Instruction includes creating web pages with text, graphics, and tables. The course also incorporates advanced elements of PowerPoint including master slides, templates, audio and visual elements.  Animation, photo, manipulation, and videos will also be incorporated in the class.  This is a junior or senior level course.  In order to enroll in the class students must have completed Micro Computer Applications or receive instructor approval.  

PRINCIPLES OF BUSINESS:  This course is designed for students who are interested in a career in the field of marketing, management, and e-business.  Students will receive instruction designed to provide an understanding of the fundamental marketing processes and an orientation to the American free enterprise system. Areas of study include economics and its relation to the private enterprise system, cost and value added by marketing, the sales process, communication and interpersonal skills and its importance in business, and marketing approaches used by businesses in the electronic world. This course is open to junior or senior students.  

SUPERVISED BUSINESS EXPERIENCE:  This course is designed to combine in-school instruction with employment in area businesses consistent with the student’s career objective.  The in-class instruction broadens the student’s vocational knowledge, understanding, and judgment for the purpose of helping the student perform the job more effectively.  The instructional program is planned and supervised by both the teacher-coordinator and employer.  This course is designed for senior level students.  Upon completion of this course, students will meet the requirements for personal finance.  

Students completing Accounting I & II, Business Technology, Entrepreneurship, 
Microcomputer Applications and Principles of Business Management with a “B” or above and at least 90% attendance will receive 15 free college credit hours transferable to North Central Missouri College in Trenton.  Students completing Accounting I & II, Entrepreneurship, Microcomputer Applications, and Principles of Business management with a “B” or above and at least 90 % attendance will receive 12 free college credit hours transferable to Penn Valley Community College in Kansas City.   



(1 UNIT REQUIRED FOR A HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA)

Fine Arts requirements may be met by taking courses in Art, Drama, and Music.

ELEMENTS OF CULTURE:  Students will be exposed to the visual and performance arts of different time periods in the history of civilization.  Nine weeks study in each of the art areas (visual art, music, dance, drama) will achieve a well-rounded and thorough view of the arts of that particular time and culture.  This course is designed for 9th grade students who are not enrolled in Band, Vocal Music, or Art Masters.




Visual arts education contributes to all goals of public education including academic achievement, personal development, literacy, citizenship, and education for employment.  Art enhances all areas of the curriculum by developing critical thinking and communication skills.  It teaches students to visualize, observe, analyze, reason, and develop skills necessary for general education.


Art education is essential to the mental, physical, and emotional development of all students.  It encourages students to tap the diversity of human intelligence and to use the skills acquired to create a personal vision.

BASIC DESIGN (1st semester):  This is an introductory semester art course, which is the prerequisite of other art courses.  It is an intense study of the elements and principles of design.  A variety of media and techniques are used to create projects.  This course is for 10th -12th grade students.

ADVANCED DESIGN (2nd semester):  This semester course is designed to develop the skills to observe, analyze, and record three-dimensional form on a two dimensional plane.  Students will work in pencil, charcoal, chalk and paint.  Basic drawing skills, painting techniques, collage, calligraphy and papermaking will be studied.  This semester course allows the student to research and explore three dimensional construction techniques to create sculpture.  Students will work basically in clay, but plaster, paper, cardboard and wood will also be explored.  Prerequisite:  Basic Design. 

ART MASTERS:  This year long class is designed for a limited number of students who are considering a career in art and/or seriously interested in expanding their visual art knowledge and skills.  Selection is made through a competitive drawing submitted for teacher evaluation, judged on technique and creativity.  As part of the curriculum, students will design and prepare an art calendar, paint murals, and work on community-related art projects.  Students 9th through 12th grade are eligible to audition.  Students must go through an audition process.



DRAMA I:  Theatre plays a vital role in history and in today’s society.  It consists of acting training, theatre history, vocal training, stage movement, and stagecraft.  The reading and viewing of plays, analysis of play structure and universal themes are all a part of this course.  Training in speech and drama can do much to aid in the development of personality, poise, and confidence.  A field trip to the Missouri Repertory Theatre is available to Drama students.

DRAMA II:  This course consists of further training in the areas covered in Drama I.




The study of music is vital to a student’s education for its aesthetic, historical, and cultural value.  The study of music makes special contributions to the student’s creative development, self-discipline, critical thinking skills and self-esteem.  Students who participate in music are also aided in coordination, goal setting, concentration, self-expression, and cooperation.  Through music experiences, students can become better listeners and can develop musical intelligence.  They also develop pride and a sense of accomplishment as young musicians.



MEN’S ENSEMBLE:  Membership in this performing ensemble is open to all interested High School students in grades 9th through 12th.  The chief purpose is that of training its members in the basic choral elements of sight singing, harmonization, and vocal technique.  Music covered will range from classical to today’s popular music.  All chorus members are required to participate in all scheduled performances.

CHORALIERS:  This choir of 28-30 members is comprised of selected singers, grades 9-12, who can demonstrate, through audition, certain vocal abilities, sight-reading, and dance.  The music covered will be primarily pop and jazz.  Some chamber choir music will also be learned.  The members will be required to participate in all scheduled performances.

CHS SELECT:  This choir consists of about 28-30 members and serves as the primary concert choir.  Traditional concert literature is performed.  Admittance is by audition.
SOUND EFFECTS:  Membership in this performing ensemble is exclusive to ladies of CHS.  Many of our women’s district contest groups come out of this ensemble.  A variety of literature from pop and jazz to the classics is performed.  This group gives women a chance to perform on a superior vocal level.


SYMPHONIC BAND:  This class is for students who have completed technique requirements as stipulated by band directors.  Band members are required to attend each of the five performances during the year.  Several optional activities and events are also offered.

MARCHING BAND:  This class is comprised of all Symphonic Band members.  The Marching Hornets perform at all football games and local parades.  The Marching Hornets attend two competitive festivals in the fall.  Auditions for flag  corps and twirling occur in the spring prior to the named school year.

JAZZ BAND:  Jazz Band members are selected by audition.  All jazz band members must be members of the Symphonic Band.  The CHS Jazz Band performs in local concerts, community events and attends one or two competitive festivals in the winter.

CHILLI-PEPPERS:  A volunteer ensemble open to all students enrolled in Symphonic Band.  This group performs at home basketball games and pep assemblies, providing entertainment and promoting school spirit.



(1 UNIT REQUIRED FOR A HIGH SCHOOL DIPLOMA)
(1/2 UNIT HEALTH REQUIRED FOR A HIGH DIPLOMA)
PE/HEALTH:  This course is designed for 9th grade students.  Students will take one semester of Physical Education and one semester of Health.  This will allow students to complete the state health requirement and meet ½ unit of the Physical Education requirement.  
ADVANCED STRENGTH AND CONDITIONING:  This course meets daily and is designed for 10th -12th grade students who have completed the PE/Health requirement.  This course emphasizes strength training three to four times a week and fitness activities such as lifetime sports.  Students must have passed freshman PE before enrolling.
LIFETIME SPORTS:  This course meets on a daily basis and is designed for 10th -12th grade students who have completed the PE/Health requirement.  Students will perform a wide variety of team, individual, and lifetime sports.  Strength training and health related topics will be emphasized.  Students must have passed freshman PE before enrolling. 



CADET TEACHING:  Cadet Teaching for credit is an elective course that allows students to work in a classroom under an experienced teacher in order to help gain some understanding of the teacher’s role in the classroom.  Cadet teaching for an elective credit is a pass/fail course for one semester.  Prerequisite:  This is for 10th -12th grade students.  Participating students must complete an application and be a member of FTA.


SPECIAL EDUCATION:  Special Education services are provided to students who have an I.E.P. (Individualized Education Plan) and others who qualify for like services.  Services include:  Educable mentally handicapped, learning-disabled, behavior disordered.  At-risk services are provided at the Vocational School for vocational related courses and also for the high school core courses.


What is Upward Bound?


The Upward Bound program is funded by the U.S. Department of Education under the category of Federal TRiO Programs.  North Central Missouri College (NCMC) sponsors the Upward Bound program.  Upward Bound is designed to provide academic instruction, motivational and study skills along with other support services necessary to give that extra “push” to high school students interested in attending college and finding the right career.

What are the Program Components?

During the school year, students have a class at their school where an Upward Bound Learning Specialist provides study skills, tutoring, and college and career exploration.  The academic component also includes weekly after-school A² sessions where students can receive assistance with homework and study for tests.  There are also Saturday Seminars each month where students from all six target schools come together to take a closer look at career choices and enhance their knowledge about life skills.  Students also take campus visits to area colleges and universities.

During the summer, students participate in a six-week residential program on the NCMC campus.  The summer program is designed to give students an extra jump on the academic year, by focusing on math, laboratory science, composition, literature and foreign language, while experiencing life on a college campus.  Enrichment classes and cultural trips during the summer program give students a well-rounded experience.

Who is eligible?

Students are eligible for the North Central Missouri College Upward Bound Program if:

· They show potential for academic success in college but lack skills, motivation, or self-confidence.

· They will be first generation college students, meaning that neither parent has earned a bachelor’s (four-year) degree, OR their families income does not exceed the guidelines determined by the U.S. Department of Education.

· They have completed the 8th grade but have not yet entered the 12th grade.

What is the A+ Schools Program?


The A+ Schools Program at Chillicothe High School is an exciting opportunity for all students, regardless of whether they plan to attend a traditional four-year university, a community college, a vocational/technical school, or plan to enter the labor force immediately upon graduation from high school.  The A+ Program provides for curriculum development, including applied courses that allow students to apply what they learn to real life situations.  The program provides for extensive career guidance for students, which includes activities for at-risk students.  Possibly the most important part of the A+ Program is the financial incentive available to students for continuing their education after high school.

What financial incentives are available through the A+ Program?

All graduates can qualify for two years of financial assistance toward tuition, fees, and books at any public community, vocational, or technical school in the state of Missouri.  Reimbursement is subject to legislative appropriations.  The A+ Program will stay in tact as long as two things continue to happen:  1) The State Legislature continues to fund the A+ Program and 2) Each year the school is re-designated by the Department of Elementary and Secondary Education.
How can a student qualify for the A+ Schools Program?


To qualify, a student must attended a designated A+ School for three consecutive years prior to graduation, and 

1) Maintain at least a 2.5 grade point average on a 4.0 scale.

2) Maintain a 95% attendance average over the four-year period.

3) Perform 50 hours of unpaid tutoring or mentoring.

4) Maintain a record of good citizenship.

5) Avoid the unlawful use of drugs.
6) Must be a degree seeking student at the institution in which they are enrolled.
These incentives are available for two years during at the four-year period immediately following graduation in which the student must maintain a 2.5 GPA  (4.0 scale) and be a full-time student.  Interested students shall be asked to sign a Participation Agreement expressing their interest in the A+ Program and delineating the criteria that must be met to receive the financial incentive.

When do I have to sign up for the program?


Typically, the vast majority of students will want to sign their agreement form and get started with the tutoring and mentoring activities immediately upon beginning their freshman year.  A student may, however, sign up at any time and begin to meet the requirements.  There are no specific windows for signing the agreement.  It could be done at any time, as long as the student realizes that time must be available to meet the qualification, specifically, completing 50 hours of tutoring and mentoring.  

· A+ funds may be used at any community college or technical school in the state of Missouri.
· Students may begin using A+ funds for summer sessions following HS graduation.

· A+ funds may be used for a maximum of 61 hours.

· Students must take a minimum of 4 credit hours in a 5-week summer session or 6 credit hours in an 8-week summer session.

· Students must take a minimum of 12 credit hours in a regular semester session, and a maximum of 18 credit hours.
